“Untouched”

Clyde Butcher’s monumental landscapes

Exhibition from 21st of March until 18th of April 2004

A unique sequence of  45 large-scale black-and-white photographs of the American Clyde Butcher is shown for the first time in Germany.

Born in 1942 and living in Florida, Clyde Butcher has dedicated himself for more than three decades to the primeval landscapes of America, in particular to the Nature Parks. He worked initially as an architect and only in 1974 changed to photography. For him, black-and-white photography is more than a medium of art. Not forgetting the American picture tradition, and following in a way Anselm Adams, Clyde Butcher’s concern for the preservation of nature includes socio-political engagement. His Big Cypress gallery, founded in 1992 within the 13 thousand hectare Big Cypress National Preserve, is a place of refuge in a wild and untouched landscape.  

Clyde Butcher goes far into the Nature Reserves, looking for the ideal light, the best spot – sometimes standing in deep mud – trying to capture the heroic power of unbridled nature. Life and death are close neighbours, but Butcher interprets the strength of the ongoing regeneration of life. His photographs are hymns to the untouched incomprehensible nature.
