This international project with a total of 16 artists from 11 countries taking part, deals with a form of expression concentrated on minimalized forms and gestures. For this reason these are largely personal concepts, which lead from “concrete art”, to “minimal art”, to paint as a color body, to light concepts, and room installations.

But for all the differences and even foreignness there is one aspect above all which is especially venerated: the phenomenon of color. Materiality and immateriality, inviolability and haptic surfaces repeatedly circle around this aspect of the diversity of color. Likewise, working in the border areas between the genres of painting, sculpture, and spatial installations is a central concern which applies to the majority of the exhibiting artists. Thus, the exhibition may be experienced both as an aesthetic and, at the same time, extremely sensual project.
 “Personal Structures“ was initiated by Dutch artist René Rietmeyer. The project was realized in close cooperation with art historian Dr. Peter Lodermeyer. The exhibition at the Ludwig Museum in Koblenz is presenting a total overview of this project for the first time, making clear with these 11 artists from all over the globe that the project is not rigidly fixed, but concentrates upon openness and exchange.
